Avon Riding Centre for the Disabled Ltd
Terms of Riding
1. New riders will be asked to pay £10 for an initial assessment lesson.

2. You will be offered a lesson at the same day and time each week, on a term by term basis.  The day and time offered will be the lesson considered the most appropriate for you at the time and is most likely to be in school time.  This is subject to regular review, and you may at any stage be asked to change lessons or ‘take a break’ from riding if your instructor feels this would be appropriate.

3. For the welfare of the horses and ponies at the Centre you will be asked to weigh yourself on the Centre’s scales at least once a term in your complete riding clothes.  This information will be kept confidential to your file.  Our maximum weight limit is 12 stone in full riding gear.
4. Lessons are charged every half term in advance, and need to be paid by the date stated on the invoice.
5. Since all our instructors and helpers are volunteers (except staff) you may very occasionally be asked to share a lesson if insufficient helpers are available.

6. In the rare and exceptional circumstances that your ride is cancelled for a given week (in the instance of unavailability of horses due to injury or illness or an event taking place on behalf of the Centre) you will be given a refund.

7. No charge will be made if you are unable to ride due to specific hospital treatment or an injury such as a broken limb that makes riding impossible for several weeks.  If however you have an occasional general appointment, or holiday, that cannot be changed, you will still be charged.

8. If you have to cancel your lesson for a given week please give as much notice as possible to avoid unnecessary preparation of horses and allow us to inform our voluntary helpers.  Wherever possible please do not leave cancelling until the day of your ride, unless due to unexpected circumstances.

9. If you wish to cancel your riding lessons permanently at Avon Riding Centre one month’s notice needs to be given in writing.  This enables us to assess new people from the waiting list.

10. The Centre provides riding hats for your lessons to the current safety standards.  If you wish to purchase your own riding hat please make sure it conforms to current standards, otherwise you will not be allowed to take part in riding.

11. If your instructor recommends the use of a body protector, perhaps because you are participating in more active lessons including trotting and cantering on uneven ground, it is your decision whether or not to purchase a body protector.  Avon Riding Centre cannot provide or fit body protectors.

12. I recognise that riding is a risk sport and I voluntarily accept the risks involved.  I further understand the need for the rider, or carer, to take all reasonable precautions.  In the absence of any negligence on the part of Avon Riding Centre for the Disabled Ltd (of which Rainbow Riding Ltd is a part) I accept that no liability will attach to them.

13. I will inform the Centre of any change in address or contact number immediately.

14. I will provide an emergency contact on my registration form and also inform the Centre of any changes to their address or contact details.

15. I understand that any hostile, abusive or intimidating behaviour towards the staff or volunteers at Avon Riding Centre may result in the immediate termination of my riding lessons without notice.
